Western NC Annual Conference to remain at Lake Junaluska in 2011
WNC Annual Conference delegates voted overwhelmingly to remain at Lake Junaluska for next
year’s meeting. Voting 1007 to 526, delegates rejected the Annual Conference Meeting Task Force
recommendation to move the 2011 conference to the Joseph S. Koury Convention Center in Greens-
boro. The vote late Saturday afternoon brought to a close two years of study by the task force
charged to address the needs and concerns of the annual meeting.

A first for WNCC

Jennifer Davis, Gastonia District, was introduced as the new Conference Director of Connectional
Ministries. Davis is the first lay person to serve in this position in this conference. “She comes with
a long career with IBM,” said Bishop Larry Goodpaster. “Leadership, her passion, is about
developing leaders and I can’t wait to see what’s going to happen.”

UMW is No. 1!

Mildred Carter who gave her first report as the new United Methodist Women’s president, told dele-
gates WNCC UMW is number one [in United Methodism in the USA] in overall giving for the ninth
straight year.

Ivan adds: I believe MUMC is #1 in mission giving in the WNCC! Well done, ladies!

Lambert urges following Christ more diligently

Dr. Kathleen Lambert, a member of First UMC-Hendersonville, delivered the Laity Address during
the morning session of the 2010 Annual Conference. Focusing on the call to follow Jesus, she began
by questioning why Christians don’t do a better job of following Christ. “I wonder if we don’t follow
Jesus because we don’t really know him, because our ideas of who he is, what he asks of us are so
distorted we wouldn’t recognize him if he physically walked into our lives today.” Lambert
wondered if we have made Jesus so shallow with no standards for accountability that we have lost
our desire to follow him. Noting John Wesley’s idea of accountability as something often overlooked
rather than embraced and practiced, Lambert said too much tolerance and indifference results. “We
rush to the rewards of salvation, but spend little time on the work of sanctification.” She emphasized
the importance of observing the Sabbath, studying the Bible, making prayer a central part of life,
engaging in compassionate work as means for following Christ and allowing Christ’s love to flow.
“When we do these things, listen for God and to each other, when we study the Bible, when we
express our love of God in community, when we reach out to one another, when we forgive, when we
dare to risk, then we are following Jesus.”

Bishop calls Special Session of Western NC Annual Conference for Aug. 21

Bishop Larry Goodpaster is calling a Special Session of the Western NC Annual Conference
for Saturday, Aug. 21, 10 a.m., at Lake Junaluska. The sole purpose of the called session is to
officially approve the final 2011 Conference Budget. No other business will be conducted.

Following the June session, in which the conference made changes in the 2011 Budget and
referred the final budgeting proposal to the Connectional Table, Bishop Goodpaster studied
Decision 785 of the Judicial Council of The United Methodist Church, which reads:

“The Judicial Council has ruled consistently that the Annual Conference cannot delegate to any
other entity responsibilities which have been granted to the Annual Conference by the Constitu-
tion ... This legislation would allow such unconstitutional delegation of responsibility.”

“In light of Decision 785 (and other Judicial Council decisions), and in light of the action
taken on June 12, 2010, it is my opinion that the actions of the Western North Carolina Confer-
ence related to the budget of 2011 were not consistent with The Book of Discipline, ” said Bishop
Goodpaster. “Therefore, the actions to refer certain matters to other entities were in violation of
the law and the spirit of the Constitution of The United Methodist Church. In essence, this
means that our conference does not have a budget for 2011.”

The Bishop called for the special session after receiving unanimous consent of the District
superintendents. He is also asking the Connectional Table, the Conference Staff Relations Com-
mittee and the Conference Council on Finance and Administration to meet prior to Aug. 21 and
submit “a revised budget proposal that takes into consideration the discussion and the actions
that were part of the June 12 session.”
